Day 1  

After arrival to the Cracow airport, meeting the Top-Travel – tour-escort. Drive to the hotel. Free time. Overnight. 

 

 

Day 2 

After breakfast half a day city - tour of Cracow (old medieval town, former capital of 

Poland), including: Wawel Hill with Royal Castle and precious gothic Cathedral, the Old 

Town with its harmful streets and churches, the Old Market Square, St. Mary’s Church, The 

Jagiellonian University and many more places of interest. 

Free time at the afternoon for shopping (Cracow is known of crystal, amber and silver 

souvenirs) or the own activities. Overnight. 

 

Day 3 
After breakfast, the excursion to:  

- Oswiecim – where Auschwitz is located. This was the largest of all German Nazi extermination camps, established 

in June 1940 

- Wadowice – birthplace of pope John Paul II where many mementos of the Wojtyla family can be found. 

 

Optionally we propose also a trip to: 

� Wieliczka – famous XIth century Salt Mine with underground museum of salt figures. 

 

Day 4 

After breakfast we drive to Zakopane – popular winter sports resort in the High Tatra Mountains, called “the winter capital of Poland”. Enjoy the 

beauty of the region along the ride. After arrive to Zakopane, free time for shoping or the own activities. The region is known of the wooden carvings 

and more hand-made souvenirs. 

� Optionally – funicular ride to Gubalowka Mt. 

Return to Cracow, overnight. 

 

Day 6 

After breakfast we drive to Warsaw. On the way the stay in Czestochowa. We visit the Paulite Monastery of Jasna Gora – the most important in 

Poland and world known religious center for all the Roman Catholics because of the miracle Icon of Our Lady of Czestochowa known as Black 

Madonna. 

In the late afternoon arrival to Warsaw. Free time, overnight. 

 

Day 7 

After breakfast half a day city tour of Warsaw with the local guide, including: Old Town, The Royal Route, 

monument of Nicolaus Copernicus, the Cross Church, Royal Garden – Lazienki, monument of Fryderyk 

Chopin, the great piano composer, Unknown Soldier Tomb and others. Afternoon – a visit to Wilanów – the 

beautiful Baroque residence of King Jan III Sobieski and free time 

 

Day 8 

Breakfast, transfer to the airport for the flight back home.
